TERMS & CONDITIONS ON APPOINTMENT TO THE POST OF SECTION OFFICER ON DEPUTATION BASIS IN

BUREAU OF INDIAN STANDARDS

i)  Period of Deputation: The appointment of to the post of Section Officer shall be effective from
the date he/she assumes charge of the post on deputation basis for an initial period of two (02) years which may be
further extended for a period of another one (01) year.

ii) Pay and Allowances: The official will be given option to draw pay either in the level attached to deputation post
(Level-7 of the Pay Matrix) or draw his/her basic pay of parent department plus deputation allowance as per DoPT rules
and other allowances in accordance with and subject to the conditions laid down in BIS Rules and Regulations from time
to time in respect of its employees.

iii)  TA/DA for journey on duty: The official will be paid Traveling Allowance and Daily Allowance by the BIS as per its
Rules and Regulations for the journey undertaken by him in connection with BIS’s official work.

iv)  Leave & Pension: The official will be governed by the CCS (Leave) Rules, 1972 and Pension Rules of the parent
department.
